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We would like to invite you to the third Joint International Journal of Cancer-Meyenburg Stiftung lecture in 2005 on Tuesday, November 29, at 1600 hours in the main lecture hall at the Deutsches Krebsforschungszentrum in Heidelberg. Our distinguished guest, Professor Judith Campisi, will be speaking on “Cancer and Aging; Rival Demons?”

Judith Campisi received her education at State University New York at Stony Brook, receiving degrees in chemistry and biochemistry. After spending time as a post-doc at Harvard, she moved to Boston University Medical School where she held an associate professorship. Campisi is presently co-head of the center for research and education on aging at the Lawrence Berkeley National Laboratory in San Francisco and since 2002 also professor at the Buck Institute for Age Research. 

Her present work is focused on identifying molecular mechanisms that are responsible for the cell cycle arrest and altered differentiation that represent the hallmark of senescent human cells; using cell culture models and transgenic mouse models to understand the consequences of cell senescence for tissue function and integrity; determining the mechanisms by which DNA damage and inappropriate mitogenic stimuli induce senescent-like phenotypes in culture and in vivo; and understanding how cell senescence suppresses tumorigenesis and the molecular basis for the close relationship between cancer and aging.
Among others, Professor Campisi received the 2005 MERIT Award of the National Institute on Aging and has published numerous seminal papers on the molecular mechanisms of aging and regulation of age-related genes.
