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We would like to invite you to the second Joint International Journal of Cancer-Meyenburg Stiftung lecture in 2005 on Wednesday, October 19, at 1600 hours in the main lecture hall at the Deutsches Krebsforschungszentrum in Heidelberg. Our distinguished guest, Professor Pelayo Correa, will be speaking on “The Biology of the Gastric Neoplastic Process.”


Pelayo Correa received his education in Colombia, South America, and at Emory University in Atlanta, Georgia, USA, and is presently the Boyd Professor of Pathology at Louisiana State University in New Orleans. Before being appointed to that position in 1996, he had already held other important professorships, starting at the University of del Valle in Cali, Colombia, and then in 1974 proceeding to Louisiana, where he has worked both at the State University and at Tulane. His present research in oncology includes etiologic studies of gastric carcinoma and the investigation of the role of inflammation in cancer development.

Professor Correa has published a considerable number of highly cited papers on the relationship between Helicobacter pylori infection and gastric cancer development in the most important international journals. Indeed, his contribution to developing a classification and grading system for gastritis -- published in 1996 -- has been cited nearly 1150 times.

None the less impressive is the list of awards and distinctions given to Pelayo Correa. He was the first Editor-in-Chief of Cancer Epidemiology, Biomarkers and Prevention. He received the first American Cancer Society award on Cancer Epidemiology and Prevention. By presidential appointment Correa became a member of the National Cancer Advisory Board (USA) from 1992 to 1998 and received the Distinguished Achievement Award from the American Society of Preventive Oncology. Last but not least, he is member of the Editorial Board of the International Journal of Cancer.
